BACKGROUND

My Place is a Georgia Society NSCDA Patriotic Service project for students in grades four through sixth. The purpose of the project, first introduced in 1995, is to instill in each student a sense of pride, place and patriotism. The creators of My Place felt that too many young people do not have a true understanding of or appreciation for how or where they fit in their home, school, community and their potential for making a significant contribution wherever they are. It is hoped that this project would enable students to recognize their potential and become informed contributing citizens.

AWARDS

Projects are judged on creativity, originality and adherence to theme. A monetary award will be given to the best entries.

 Since the teacher and students “brainstorm” about how to develop an idea for their My Place entry, it would help tremendously if you met with teachers as soon as possible in the school year because it gives them lead-time to work on the project with their class. Deadline for having entries into Leila Case, My Place Georgia Society chairman, for judging is Feb. 12, 2010. 

Because of the project’s creative bent, the teachers that are the most receptive and most likely to get their classes to participate are art teachers or those who teach the talented and gifted classes. It really helps to personally visit the school. As a courtesy, contact the principal first. Be sure to take this packet with you to review the My Place information and its concept with the teacher, emphasizing the educational aspect that promotes a sense of pride and patriotism in the child. 

A real selling point is the opportunity of the cash award for their classroom or school. The Georgia Dames award $1,000 total, which is divided among the winners with the best entry receiving the majority of the grant funds. 
Again, I appreciate your helping with My Place and for joining me in this Society’s educational, patriotic project for young school students.  There has been great participation in the past. Let’s go over the top for the 2009-2010 school year!
